Home Depot Foundation Grant |

In September of 2025, the Lamm Post was informed of an opportunity to apply for a grant from the
Home Depot Foundation that could be used to make improvements to our Legion post that would benefit
our members and veterans. While there were numerous projects that were looked at, it was determined that
the focus be placed on our main Manor Hall area.

Recently, on January 13th the Team Depot, The Home Depot’s associate volunteer force headed
by Megan Frawley, came to our Post and worked for two days painti nd replacing ceiling tiles on our
main level of the Manor Hall and upstairs beverage area. Before painting, the Team taped off the areas be-
tween the two paint colors and then again to protect the floors and the freshly painted areas.

In our beverage area for the manor hall, the Team painted the old drop ceiling grid and then proceeded to
install the new ceiling tiles.

During the two days, the Lamm Post provided everyone involved, with coffee and doughnuts in the
morning and then lunch. One day it was pizza and the next it was sub sandwiches. We had to work around
the construction area to get the pop and water from our beverage area.

When all of the work was completed, the Manor Hall looked great, all new paint on the walls, base-
boards and trim.
